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There are strong arguments to the effect that the Great Pyramid – 
which consists of more than 2 million blocks averaging 1 cubic meter  
each - and the Sphinx were built thousands of years BC.   
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It is rather unknown that there are also pyramids in Greece. Though 
these are much smaller than those in Egypt, but probably much older. 
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This hard rock object from ancient times challenges science: either 
extremely advanced machinery was applied, or one was able to 
make hard rock, soft. Both options are regarded by science as 
absurd… 
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This is a cut mark from a saw, in one of the stones in the 
basalt plateau at the east side of the Great Pyramid. However, 
basalt is a very hard material, so how was it done? 
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Malta has many mysterious buildings from distant antiquity. 
Nobody knows who the builders were, or what the purpose of the 
‘temples’ – since that’s how they are named – is. The most bizarre 
is the underground temple Hypogeum Hal Saflieni. This is built 
‘in negative’ and resembles the above-ground temples. 
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In Scotland, Ireland and Brittany there are buildings that have  
collapsed as result of extreme heath. The stone has vitrified and 
sintered.   
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In Tiahuanacu en Puma Punke in Bolivia sharply cut shapes were 
modelled in extremely hard rock. We can only guess who were the   
‘ancient engineers’ that could make this.  
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
